Minutes
Chairperson Karen Gomez-Barrera called the meeting to order at 5:45 pm.  Introductions were made around the table.  
Sherill Calhoun moved to approve the agenda with two changes.  One was to correct the date of the meeting from March 8 to April 8 and second to change Item number 3 to Approval of the January 15th minutes from January 10th minutes. Oralia Vallejo seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.

Peggy Gregory made a motion to approve the January 15th minutes.  Oralia Vallejo seconded the motion and the motion passed.  
The Treasurers Report was given by Treasurer, Peggy Gregory.  The report was $428.00 in the bank account.  
Committee Reports:

The Governance Committee report was made by Karen Gomez Barrera.  The committee met March 4th.  Topics of discussion included the SAMHSA Grant submission, nominations for officer positions which will term out in June.  This includes Secretary and Treasurer.  There was also discussion about how to address the attendance at some committee meetings.

The Law Enforcement Committee report was led by Oralia Vallejo.  She indicated they had not met since the joint meeting February 13th.  Oralia discussed that the issue at that meeting was the prisoner early release program and how it would affect the community.  A brief recap of the process which led to the tour of the Tulare County Day Reporting Center for some members was given by Brenda Randle.  The facility was toured by Sherill Calhoun, Nell Lobdell, Brenda Randle and Joann Moorehead on March 5th.  Since the tour, Brenda Randle has met with Alternative Services and the manager of the Kings County Jail.  Alternative Services is writing a proposal to be submitted to the Sheriff to implement a Day Reporting Center program.  A partnership with Tulare County has been discussed as well.  Nell Lobdell offered that a letter of support for the effort could be considered if KPFP is asked to give their support.  

The Social Network/Marketing Committee report was given by Nell Lobdell as Elaine Heirigs was absent.  Nell announced that because of how many activities are going on in the community in April and May, there will be two newsletters coming out in April.  Secondly, Nell reminded the group that we still need articles for the Sentinel commentary twice monthly.  Sherill Calhoun announced that Jackie Kazmerick from the Sentinel has expressed interest in doing another series of articles on a prevention topic.  Suggestions were made around a youth prevention campaign incorporating Sober Grad, Every 15 minutes, Prom and the Town Hall on Under Aged Drinking that is coming up.  Karen Gomez Barrera explained how impactful the Meth series was in Corcoran and suggested addressing that or something similar. Jacqueline Lobdell suggested something around “Robo Tripping” or the use of Robitussen or the use of prescription drugs by adolescents to get high.  Brenda Randle mentioned how Behavioral Health was instrumental in stopping the liquor license from being approved at Robin’s mini-market by Hanford High.  She explained that Kings County has met its saturation point for liquor licenses and there should not be any more approved anywhere.  The process for obtaining liquor licenses was discussed.  Oralia Vallejo reinforced the need to address Tobacco use along with the alcohol and drug issues.  
The Education and Outreach Committee was given by Sherill Calhoun.  She reported on the KPFP participation in the Youth Summit.  Sherill discussed the rescheduling of the Town Hall on underage drinking.  The new date is April 29th in Corcoran from 5:00 – 6:00 pm.  She asked for help recruiting youth to the event.  She is targeting youth ages 14-18.  There will be refreshments and door prizes.  

Old Business:

a. Danette Hughes will be contacting you if you have not submitted a membership application

b. Karen Gomez Barrera will be contacting you if you are on the Board and have not submitted  an annual Statement of Responsibility
c. Nell announced the submission of the SAMHSA grant on March 19th by hard copy.  We will know if we are funded by the end of August.  If funded, it will require a Project Coordinator to be hired by the Coalition Board.  

d. Strategic planning.  The report of the survey findings was tabled in Elaine’s absence.

e. Peggy Gregory discussed the Coalition financial status.  She mentioned we need operating capital.  T-shirt sales were discussed as well as the possibility of membership fees.  

        New Business:

a. The need for a Treasurer and Secretary nomination who would accept the nomination was discussed.  

b. It was announced that Tyler Ayers moved out of the area and stepped down from the board as the Governmental representative.  Helen Herrera had expressed willingness to serve on the board. Peggy Gregory made the motion to move Richard Valle from “Other” on the board to Governmental Representative and to bring Helen Herrera on the board as “Other”.  The motion was seconded by Sherill Calhoun.  Motion passed.  

Announcements:
  Tom Doyle announced that as of April 15th, Cornerstone would no longer have residential treatment.  They did announce they are planning to renew their license and that they do still offer the Sober Living Outpatient Program using the Matrix model. They have facilities and they are trying to determine how these facilities could be used by the community.  They are still receiving inquiries for treatment.
