Joanne Morehead of Alternative Services discussed the DRC model being used in Tulare County.  This is Day Reporting Center.  After hearing about the program, it was the concensus of the group that they would like to tour the facility in Tulare and learn more about the program.  Joanne agreed to set it up and notify those interested of the tour date.  

Discussion insued about the Prison early release program taking place in California.  The risks this places on the communitie’s safety was of concern to the coalition.  Discussion about writing articles for the commentary occurred.  Other ideas were discussed such as treatment programs, DRC and electronic monitoring.  

Sherill Calhoun reported on the Townhall on Underage Drinking which is scheduled to occur the same day as the Corcoran Youth Summit.  This is being funded by the California Health Collaborative through a SAMHSA initiative.  

Sherill also mentioned her concern that Kings County is Congressionally overlooked and ranked 436 out of 436 as the poorest congressional district in the nation.  

The Youth and Government Program which teaches youth leaders how to write legislation and carry bills through the legislature was discussed.
